EVENT OVERVIEW

JobFest is a rock concert themed mobile event that will travel to 50 communities throughout Northern and Southern B.C. from spring to fall 2012. The tour will get youth and young adults excited about their futures and teach them about career tools and resources. The tour kick-off will take place at the Aboriginal Youth Conference to be held in Nanaimo in March 2012. JobFest will also have a presence at the Skills Canada BC Skills Competitions in Abbotsford in April.
At each tour stop, JobFest will host an interactive and engaging event experience that will run up to a maximum of six hours. Appropriate timing will be determined with each community. During this time visitors will be invited into the experience to engage with event presenters, career tools and other interactive games. They’ll also enjoy a variety of on-stage entertainment and receive JobFest giveaways. Throughout the day local speakers will share stories and provide inspiration. In addition, both headline and local talent unique to each community will be invited to provide onstage entertainment. 
To help generate awareness, the events will be promoted via radio and newspaper advertising, as well as through other media such as community posters, transit shelters, transit interiors and transit kings (exterior bus ads). A website will provide further information about the tours.
We are planning a process of community engagement to take place prior to the tours.  We want to make sure that partners within the community (e.g., Employment Assistance Services and Aboriginal organizations) have input and that information about their services is featured at tour events.

The JobFest pilot project is one of a number of pilot projects funded through the federal Research and Innovation Support Measure of the Canada-BC Labour Market Development Agreement (LMDA).
