· No executive changes from AGM that was held in December
· 2nd feasibility study completed in regards to the Stelly’s Secondary schools theatre, it is possible on the site, prelims still in progress. Next stage is to raise the funds, needing to raise approx 25 million; Boulder gym expansion is in discussion to make a bouldering wall, currently working out details; Claremont Secondary looking to build field house, artificial turf field and beach volley ball courts. Is in early stages of raising money; Parklands Secondary in prelims to raise funds to renew track.

Jason Reid: Presentation of White Road property
· Classrooms increased by 10% especially in elementary schools, still an enrollment reduction in middle schools - the bubble is working its way out. Due to excess of enrollment, 3 elementary schools will have No out of catchment available, they are: Prospect Lake, Cordova Bay and KELSET. This spring the district will be looking further into enrollment.
· Currently the school district is looking to the public for ideas of what to do with the White road property that was gifted to them in 1873 by William Turgoose to “hold and use for public school purposes in the district” the property is 1.73 acres and is too small to use for a school, there once was a school on the property but has been a vacant piece of land for many years. There will be a survey emailed out to all PACS regarding parent and PAC input.
