Don Peterson (Saanich Teachers):
· Issue of “remedy” for teachers when classes too large etc.  Lack of TTOCs.
· Difficult for teachers to access – 700 remedy days accrued

·  Ministry of Education – not approving rolling over accrued remedy days to next year.
· Promoting cashing out versus benefitting children through the supports next year.
· Don meeting tomorrow but recommend COPACS engage BCCPAC and others on this.
Jason Reid (Board Office – treasurer):

· Big problem (re: “remedy”) was implementation due to later start so money is sent  later and not having teachers in place
· TTOC shortage – next year should be much better

· Provincial funding announcement for playground equipment.  SD 63 didn’t receive any funding this year because the Ministry were prioritizing elementary schools with no playground equipment at all.  Next year we will get some funding with Sidney Elementary the priority.  Brentwood and Keating also priorities.
· Last budget Advisory Committee was April 25th – and Special Budget Meeting last Monday recommendation to May 16th Board meeting is to balance 2018/19 budget by applying this year’s budgetary savings to next year.  
· Response to question: What happened with the White Road property -   Consultation, open house, White Road Committee recommendations varied;  results being analyzed.  
Tim Dunford  (Wayne Hunter sends regrets):
· Budget not requiring cuts is a real celebration (after 15 years of making reductions).  Positive budgets > Vote May 16th on district budget
· Funds not committed to, however, priorities include: Teacher leadership, Technology, and students with unique needs – if funding is available. Based on public input (compilation of data) – three priorities for the school and municipal communities if and when money available.
· Funding formula – has been per student and evolved with one-offs for specific issues.  New government examining formula with potential to reallocate between districts.

· Purpose of (May 1) meeting led by Jason Reid to get district and partners to make a report from Saanich on recommendations.  “Should provide for basic inflation and not be considered additional funding” (just keeping up). Government priorities and program objectives must be funded.  Provincial inequities between schools funding for private schools.  Feeds into provincial consideration.

· Noted that Kim Currie elected to BCCPAC at AGM

· Trustees had AGM – focus to be bargaining with the BCTF in 2019 (when contract expires).  Move and evolve re: priorities for learning conditions, seek a broad and positive process.
· School Board elections – Board of 7 trustees.   Tim to run again.  Elections have a fiscal cost- shared with municipality. Rigorous process.
